The main item for discussion was the Valentine’s Day Family Disco
Date: Saturday, 14th February 2009

Time: 6-8 p.m.

Place: Unsworth Primary Assembly Hall

Tickets: to be limited to immediate family of children who attend Unsworth Primary School in the first instance. Adults are welcome! At least one adult is to accompany children attending the disco. Tickets are £5 per family (up to and including two adults) entrance fee. LF will distribute ticket order letter as soon as possible. HB will design the tickets and supervise their distribution. HB and RM will collect monies and assign numbers to tickets to ensure the 250 maximum capacity limit of the Assembly Hall is not surpassed. Tickets may be more widely available based on sales by deadline. Deadline for ticket sales is Monday 9th February 2009.
Food: hot dogs and “nibbles” will be available to purchase. RM, LS and HB will purchase hot dogs, rolls and ketchup; they will also check local supermarkets for possible nibbles. Tuck shop will sell the usual sweets and crisps. LF will check stocks in PTA cupboard and buy sweets and crisps as required. MT was asked to make posters will food prices. Volunteers for food and tuck shop will be arranged on the night.

Alcoholic/Drinks: LF to look into multi-event temporary notice. Donations for refreshments were discussed and rejected as an option. RM will check Asda and Aldi for prices and sale-or-return policy; LF will check Costco for same. Non-alcoholic drinks will also be available to purchase on the night; these will be sourced from Asda, Aldi or Costco depending on costs. LF will check stocks of plastic glasses, cups, etc. Volunteers for the bar will be arranged on the night.

Music: will be provided by DJ Aidy.

Games: such as “corners” and “musical statues” will be held during the disco. HB will purchase prizes (half for boys, half for girls).

Raffle: will be held during the evening at £1 per ticket strip. One prize will be for adults (e.g chocolates, champagne) and one for children (unisex!). HB, RM (and anyone with ideas) will look into providing the raffle prizes. HB or RM are to check stocks of raffle tickets in PTA cupboard.
Decorations: will be along the same idea as at Glitterball Disco event held in October 2008. All members of PTA are encouraged to bring in fairy lights. HB suggested large pink/red hearts that could be stuck to walls. Glitterball(s) can be used again. LF will provide balloon streamers. Any other suggestions and help welcome!

Set-up: All volunteers are to meet at school on Saturday 14th February at 4:30 p.m.
Non-uniform day: donations of £1 will be requested rather than hot dogs. LF will prepare non-uniform letter for distribution.
Any Other Business:

New gym equipment for the Assembly Hall

The main aim of the PTA’s fund raising this year is to replace the old gym equipment in the Assembly Hall. The goal is to raise £5000. The PTA, through its fund raising efforts in Autumn and Christmas 2008, has already raised £1500. HB will produce a thermometer which will be displayed in the outside display case between YR and Y1 classrooms. 
PTA Newsletter: LF will write to highlight the PTA’s fund raising activities this year and to advertise the winners of Club64. LF will send newsletter to Chris Lancashire to distribute to parents and carers as soon as possible.
Bags to School: LF produced a letter from another company, Clothesline, regarding clothing donations for cash. LF is to provide more information on whether the donations can be done on an ad-hoc basis, etc.

Clothes labels: HB mentioned a potential school business idea to raise money for the PTA by providing stitched name labels to incoming children. HB will look into the costs of purchasing a label stitching machine and accessories outlay before the next intake. Mrs Reynolds will check YPO catalogue for same.

Club64: Mrs Roberts has organised the Club which has 64 members and is therefore able to offer winnings of £32/month. She also provided the meeting with the names of the winners for October 2008-January 2009. LF is to include this information in the January 2009 PTA Newsletter.

Easter Egg Bingo: the date for this event is to be changed to Saturday 21st, Sunday 22nd, Saturday 28th or Sunday 29th March 2009. The final date is to be decided closer to the event.
Party in the Playground: the potential dates for this event were discussed as the scheduled event may clash with Father’s Day. The final date will be discussed at a future PTA meeting.
